QUALITY OF LIFE

Quality of life can be defined as one’s personal
satisfaction with the conditions under which one lives (as
distinct from material comfort). Recreational and cultural
facilities are important factors in the quality of life of an
area. These resources include: parks, boat ramps, beach
accesses, hiking trails, canoe trails, hunting areas,
campgrounds, firing ranges, libraries, museums,
performing arts facilities, and historical sites. They can
make places more attractive, assist in revitalization,
encourage community cohesion, promote health and
well-being and support more sustainable development.
Growth needs to be managed in such a way as to not put
an undue burden on these existing facilities, and thereby
negatively affect the overall quality of life in the area.

In assessing the quality of life, a level of service (LOS)
standard, provided by a local government or the Florida
Statewide Outdoor Recreation Plan (SCORP), is used to
evaluate the various resources. LOS standards generally
require a certain amount of acreage of a given resource
or number of facilities per 1,000 persons. Because the
Navarre area is expected to experience a decrease in
overall population, even with the potential BRAC
increases. Therefore the impact on quality of life
resources in the Navarre area is not expected. However,
the county and community should monitor housing
developments and demand for services by area
residents.
